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PPC Flashes

The PPC Flashes were published as printed postal cards between 15 June and 14 October 1944. The PPC Flashes formed
the newsletter of the Philippine Philatelic Club, which had previously published the Mayon Stamp Digest. The PPC Flashes
was superseded by the Philippine Philatelic Club News which was issued on Victory Day after the Japanese Occupation
had ceased. The PPC Flashes also had a sister and supplementary newsletter, the Philatelic Ticker, which was also
published as printed postal cards.

The editor was Pablo Esperidion. The cards were numbered 1 to 17 plus one card numbered ‘Extra’. The cards were
undated except by their postmarks.

EW REVENUE STAMPS “REPUBLIC OF THE PHI-
LIPPINES”: In response to our inquiry of recent date, the Bu-
reau of Customs and Internal Revenue informs us in a letter
dated June 3_ that new Internal Revenue stamps bearing the ins-
cription “Republie of the Philippines” are now 'available to collee-
tors for philatelic purposes. Denominations of the stamps are: 10,
20, 50 —centavo and 1—peso, or a total face value of P1.80 per set.
The stamps are primted in yellow-green, bricked-red, vellow and
red-brown, respectively. Imitial printing of each walue are: L0c
500,000 ; 20e -1,000.000; 50c—lesomooo; and 1P- 5000.000. They
were printed at the Bureau of Printing, Manila, First Day Sale
of the stamps was made on March 6. 1944, in Manila. From the
letter we received from the Bureau of Customs and Internal Re-
venue, we understand that the new revenue stamps are sold to
taxpayers only. However, members of the PPC who desire to
obtain these new revenue stamps may therefore place their orders
with Kasama Teodulo Protomartir, who, incidentally, is the new
Chairman of the PPC New Issue 'Service. Deadline for ‘accepting
orvders is June 23, 1944. No service charge whatsoever is collected
by our Club on any stamp reservation! or orders made by any
members, as this is one of YOUR privileges which the PPC wants
you to enjoy, gratis et amore. Hence, place your orders early and
avoid disappointments later.
